Project 3: Writing Instructions
100 points


The purpose of this project is to introduce the learner to creating an instructional presentation.  The learner will be given a task by the teacher and they must create a set of instructions (complete with visual diagrams) to present to the rest of the class.   Any materials may be used to complete the project.  A two page technical report must be provided with each presentation.
Project Specifications

· Technical report:  A 2-page explanation of how the learner completed their project.  

· Paper must include title page, numbering and references

· First paragraph must introduce the task they are completing

· Second and third paragraphs must outline the process of the task  

· Fourth paragraph must explain the visuals  

· Final paragraph is a conclusion of the project
· Instructions: Must completely describe the task, from start to finish.  No step must be left out!  The following must be included:

· Materials list and/or symbol key

· Time to complete task

· Step-by-step instructions

· Warnings, if needed

· Visuals: Visuals must accompany the instructions.  They can be hand drawn or created on a computer.  They must be neat; any borrowed pictures must be cited.

· Verbal presentation:  A brief presentation will be made about the instructions.  It should imitate the technical report.

· Handouts:  The handouts will include the instructions.  An introduction paragraph to the instructions must be included on the handout.
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
